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Nine Batter Rules ( )

1.1 If the defensive team cannot make the required three outs of the ninth batter* has batted, the offensive team will

automatically take the field and assume the defensive position
m  *When the ninth batter comes up to the plate, the inning will play normally and continually until the third out

is made on bases, or any fielder holding the ball touches home plate
When base on ball or hit by pitched ball on the ninth batter, then all the runner(s) and batter can award two bases

beyond the base.
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
