Rules for the International Exchange Games
at World Children’s Baseball Fair

1) Play six (6) innings / 90 minutes maximum (no called game but play one
extra inning if tied).

2) The baseball field ( distance )
Between each base : Twenty two (22) meters.
Pitching plate to home plate : Sixteen (16) meters
Home plate to the second base : Thirty one point eleven (31.11) meters
Home plate to each right and left pole : Seventy (70) meters
Home plate to deep center point : Eighty five (85) meters

3) During one game, a pitcher is not allowed to be changed to be a catcher
and vice versa.

4) Any runner cannot leave the base until the pitcher releases the ball.
(No leading) In case of breaking this rule, the runner will be out and the
pitch will not be counted. Stealing is not allowed.

5) A runner on the first base can leave his one leg in the foul area.

6) A batter, a batter on deck, runners, coaches and bat boys must wear
helmets.

7) Players carry out the task as base coaches during the game.
8) Catchers wear a helmet, a mask and protectors for body and legs.
9) Players are only allowed to wear resin or rubber cleats, not metal spikes.

10) In case of a passed ball and a wild pitch runners can advance to the next
base.

11) A squeeze play is allowed.



12) Throwing break ball is not allowed. In case of breaking this rule, the
pitcher will be warned and the count will be ball. When a pitcher
breaks this rule twice during one game, will be ordered off of pitcher.

13) In case the pitcher commits a balk, he will be warned.
The pitch will be counted as a ball.
However, if the other players keep playing and when the batter reaches
to the first base and all other runners in a field advance to the next base,
a balk will not be applied.

14) Ball : Kenko World Ball (Type C) will be used.

15) Uniforms, caps, etc. are not necessarily to be unified.
Overlapping of uniform number must be avoided.

16) Objections against a judge is not allowed, however, to
misunderstanding of the rules, only managers or captains are allowed to
appeal.
