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The éames will be 9 |nn|ngs in length, subject to the foIIowmg rules for game time
length limits. No new inning will be started after a game’s length has reached 105
minutes; for the Final (Champion game), no new inning will be started after a game’s
length has reached 120 minutes
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9-batter rule (max. 9 batters can at-bat) will apply in the games but it does not apply in the
championship game (the Final);
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If the game is still tied after the inning that is completed when these game time length limits
have occurred, then the game will be recorded as a tie. The official game ‘start time” will be
as defined by chief umpire
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Difference Run Rule WI|| app y |f a team is losing by 15 or more runs after finishing same
number of innings between either teams or the home team is leading; the game is ended at
that point.
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If a team is losing by 10or more runs after having batted at least in four (4) innings, the game
is ended at that point.
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In Official Baseball Rules, Rule 10(c) “one inning” will apply instead of “five innings”; if one
inning has been completed, it is a regulation game.
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Suspended games defined in Official Baseball Rules, Rule 4.12 will not apply in the league.
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Uniform and playlng equipment must follow the Official Baseball Rules, Rule 1.11 to 1.17.
All players uniforms shall include minimal 6-inch numbers on their backs; If the umpire observes
any violation of these rules, he shall direct the violation to be corrected. If the violation is not
corrected within a reasonable time, in the umpire’s judgment, the umpire shall eject the offender
from the game, and disciplinary action, as appropriate, will be recommended.

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If any team requires to change the scheduled game, the team has to contact the other teams to seek
agreement, and inform HKBA in written at least one week before the scheduled game day. Each team is
entitled to change the scheduled game once.

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A trophy and medals (according to the number of registered players or 25 medals in maximum) will
be awarded to the top2 teams.
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Th Organizer and appointed officials have the right to ask the registered player shows his/her
identity document to proof his/her eligibility in the game.
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All players must wear protective helmet while at bat, in the on-deck circle and while running the
bases; base coaches shall wear protective helmet while performing their duties.
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Any absFence in scheduled games without priority notice, the absent team has to pay HK$1,000 fine
for a game, which will be deducted from the deposit automatically. The team is required to pay
additional deposit HK$1,000 to cover the deducted fines at least 3 days before the next game day,
failure to do so will result in team being unable to play in the rest of the games and next season.
The team shall write to HKBA about unable to presence a scheduled game at least 7 days in
advance, thus, no fine will be involved and with score 9 0 loss to the opposing team.

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Smoking is prohibited in all LCSD Sports Grounds.
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The home team of the first game responsible for setting up the field and the home team of the last
game responsible for returning the equipment to storage.
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Players should respect the umpire, not dispute the umpire’s decision nor react in a threatening or
disapproving manner, maintain good sportsmanship. Umpire has the right to eject any offender
(and the team) from the game, and the accumulated marks of the offending team may be reduced or
will be suspended for the next game(s).
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For each and every protest that is filed by a team, the responsible team must inform the
umpire-in-chief immediately, and write to the Organizer and pay a Protest Fee of HK$1,000 to
HKBA within 48 hours; any submission after the deadline would not be considered; if the protest is
judged a success, the Protest Fee will be refunded, the Protest Fee will be condemned for
unsuccessful protest.
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RII payments are not refundable, unless they are mentioned.
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Deposit will be refunded after deducting the necessary fine, if any, and return to the team contact
person that listed on the team registration form after finishing the season.
