® Each team will begin the 7th inning (and any subsequent necessary extra innings)
with a player on first and second, no outs.

® The lineup will continue as in any other inning. For example, if the 6th inning ends
with the #8 hitter having the last plate appearance (PA), the 7th inning begins with
the #9 at bat and 2B runner is the #7, and 1B runner is the #8 in the lineup.

® \With the exception of beginning the inning with runners on 1B and 2B with no one
out, all other “Official Baseball Rule”, “PONY Baseball Rules” and local ground
rules will remain in effect during extra innings required to determine a winner.

® The traditional system of the visiting team hitting in the top of the inning and the
home team hitting in the bottom of the inning (if needed) will remain in effect until
a winner is determined or maximum of 2 extra innings is completed.

If the game still remains tied after the completion of extra innings, the winner shall be

immediately determined by drawing.
